PREPARING FOR INSTALLATION

Carefully remove all of the contents from the carton. See the important notes above. Shut off the power at the circuit breaker and
completely remove the old fixture from the ceiling, including the old mounting strap.

From the parts bag remove the mounting strap assembly. Mounting strap (A) contains threaded holes. Two of mounting screws (C)
should be attached to mounting strap (A). You may need to tighten the nuts that hold these screws in place. Place mounting strap
(A) over the junction box so that mounting screws (C) are vertical, and in alignment with the hole locations on the fixture’s canopy (D).
Secure mounting strap (A) to the junction box with mounting screws (B) and a screwdriver. Tighten the screws securely.

Slide candle sleeves (J) over sockets (K). Install the bulbs (J - not included) into sockets (K) in accordance with the fixture’s specifications.

Do not exceed the maximum wattage. (Fig2): Shade (H) may be included with the fixture. If the shade is included, please check to see

which side (top or bottom has the acrylic clip (N) attached. Place shade (H) under the spherical arms (M) of the fixture and slide the shade

up over the arms. Align the clips onto the spherical arms (M) and lower the shade so that the clips land on each arm.

Your installation is now complete. Turn on the power and test the fixture.
